We would like to remind all parents that holidays taken during term time are not considered exceptional circumstances and

will result in unauthorised absence. If your child is absent without authorisation, it may lead to penalties under the

Education Act 1996. Unauthorised absences could result in a penalty fine issued as £80 per liable parent, per child if paid

within 21 days, or £160 per liable parent, per child if paid after this but within 28 days.

Could you be entitled to income-related free

school meal?

All children have in Reception, Year 1 and Year 2 are

entitled to free school meals, but if you are in receipt of

certain benefits, your child may be entitled to

income-related free school meals. 

This means that not only would your child be guaranteed

free school meals for the rest of their time in primary

school, but the school would also receive extra funding to

support your child. 

For the safety of our children and the surrounding

community, we kindly ask that parents do not park on the

zigzag lines outside the school or block neighbours’

driveways. We have received complaints from neighbours

in recent months, and we appreciate your cooperation in

maintaining a safe environment during drop-off and

pick-up times.

Respecting our neighbours and ensuring safe access to the

school is crucial for the well-being of our children. We

encourage families to walk or cycle to school where

possible.
