Penalty
MNotices for a second offence are issued per liable parenf, per child and each carry a fine of £160, payable
within 28 days. Importantly, fines per parent will be capped to iwo fines within any three-year peniod, Once

unauthorised absence during term time.

this limit has been reached, other action such as a parenfing order or prasecufion will be considered.
Failure fo pay the Penalty Nofice may also result in legal action. If you are prosecuted and atfend court
because your chitd has not been affending school, you could get a fine of up o £2,500. Comwall Council
may also apply for the costs incurred in taking the matter to Courf, including legal costs.

Absence not autherised by the school may also result in a prosecution in the Magistrates’ Court uncer
Section 444(1) or Section 444(1A) of the Educahion Act 1936, lzading to a fine of up to £2,500 and/or a
custodial sentence, Again, Cormwall Council may also apply for the costs incurred in taking the matter to
Court, including legal costs.

Money raised from fines is only used by the local authority to cover the cosfs of administering the system,
and to fund aftendance support. Any extra money is returned to the govemment.
