· Glitter/face painting – festive reindeer boppers etc
· Father Christmas – will set up grotto in trailer, books as gifts.
· Second Hand Uniform Stall
· Biscuit decorating
· Raffle – ask for donations from parents then make hampers up – a few big prizes instead of lots of little ones. Ask local businesses for donations.
· School Choir to sing – suggestion of whole school also to sing encouraging parents to stay.
· Wreaths – wreath making at SGs on evening 12th – people to bring foliage – will organise who is bringing what, so we have enough of everything.


4. Update from Mrs Mould and CR on “in house” events -  a series of events already being planned that the PTFA could offer assistance with were discussed:
· Harvest Service – 14th Oct (time TBC), Methodist Church Hall. Probably two sessions for different key stages due to capacity. PTFA to provide refreshments, Tea, Coffee and Cakes. Volunteers to be confirmed when times available.
· Wearing Pink Afternoon Tea – 18th Oct (time TBC), Whitstone School Hall. Pink theme, sell tickets in advance. Hall can seat approx. 50 people, open to people outside school, encourage village interaction. PTFA to help selling tickets, spreading the word and on day. Ideas for publicising include, Whitstone Facebook Page, Friendship Girls, North Tamerton and Week St Mary village papers.
· Halloween Disco – 24th Oct, Whitstone School Hall. School have all decorations etc. PTFA to help set up and run disco and make up sweet cones. 
· Bonfire Night 5th Nov – possible event, TBC.
· Remembrance Day 11th Nov, School Hall. Display in School Hall. PTFA to run refreshments. Suggestion of perhaps doing a school showcase at the same time.
· Christmas Carols – Time, date and venue TBC but in the last week of school. Mulled wine and mince pies.


5. Any other business:
· Membership of Parentkind completed, school funded. CR to repay KW for membership costs. Parentkind is a charity that provides support and information to PTFAs, membership also includes insurance for events.
· WhatsApp Group – add SG and check everyone added.
· Bags to School – November time. Idea to bring a trailer to park up at school to make donations easier – publicise to community not just school. HB to check if could provide trailer.
